
PROGRAM ELIGIBILITY AND COST 

All full-time dues paying members of 
Association of Civilian Technicians, under the 
age of 70 are eligible for coverage. ACT pays 
the premium for this insurance. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF COVERAGE 

The effective date of coverage for each person 
who is an active dues paying member of 
Association of Civilian Technicians shall be the 
policy effective date of March 1, 1984 or the 
date such person becomes a member of the 
eligible group descriped above, whichever is 
later. 

SCHEDULE OF BENEFITS 

Description of Hazards: 

Comprehensive Accident Coverage (Business 
& Pleasure): This Description of Hazards 
covers the Insured Person for injury sustained 
by an Insured Person anywhere in the world. 
Coverage provided under this Description of 
Hazards includes riding as a passenger in any 
aircraft being used for the transportation of 
passengers, subject to the EXCLUSIONS 
below. 

Unusual Hazards Coverage: This Description 
of Hazards covers the Insured Person for injury 
sustained while the Insured Person is riding as a 
Flight Engineer or Load Master in any aircraft 
operated by the National Guard anywhere in the 
world. 

ACCIDENTAL DEATH AND 
DIS:MEMBERMENT BENEFIT 

When a covered injury results in any of the 
following losses to an Insured Person within 
365 days after the date of the accident, CNA 
will pay in one sum the indicated percent of 
the Principal Sum of $10,000 for: 

Loss of Life 100% 
Loss of Both Hands or Both FeeL 100% 
Loss of Entire Sight of Both Eyes 100 % 
Loss of 1 Hand and 1 Foot 100 % 
Loss of 1 Hand and the Entire Sight of 1 Eye 100% 
Loss of 1 Foot and the Entire Sight of 1 Eye 100% 
Loss of 1 Hand or 1 FOOL 50% 
Loss of Entire Sight of 1 Eye 50% 

"Loss" as used above in reference to hand or 
foot means the actual, complete and 
permanent severance through or above the 
wrist or ankle joint; and as used with 
reference to eye means irrecoverable loss of 
entire sight thereof. A benefit is not payable 
for both Loss of Thumb and Index Finger of 
Same Hand and Loss of 1 Hand or injury to 
the same band as the result of anyone 
accident. In no event will the benefits payable 
under this provision due to the same accident 
exceed the Insured Person's applicable 
Principal Sum. CNA's total liability for all 
losses will not exceed the Aggregate Limit of 
$50,000 per accident. If the Aggregate Limit 
of Indemnity is not enough to pay the full 
indemnity for each Insured Person, the 
amount payable for each Insured Person will 
be in the same proportion as the Aggregate 
Limit of Indemnity bears to the total amount 
of insurance that would have been payable 
except for this provision. 

EXCLUSIONS
 

This Description of Hazards does not cover 
any loss caused by or resulting from: (1) 
suicide or attempted suicide by the Insured 
Person while sane or self-destruction or 
attempted self-destruction by the Insured 
Person while insane; (2) declared or 
undeclared war or an act of either; (3) riding 
as a pilot or crew member in any vehicle or 
device for aerial navigation; (4) service in 
the armed forces of any country, however, 
orders to active military service for two 
months or less shall not constitute service in 
the armed forces; (5) riding in any aircraft 
owned, operated or leased by or on behalf of 
Association of Civilian Technicians unless a 
specific written agreement has been obtained 
from CNA to provide such coverage; or (6) 
sickness or disease, except pyogenic 
infections which occur through an accidental 
cut or wound. 

DEFINITION OF INJURY 

"Injury" means bodily injury caused by an 
accident which occurs while the Insured 
Person's coverage is in force, results 
directly in loss covered by the policy and is 
sustained independently of all other causes 
under the circumstances and in the manner 
described in the "Description of Hazards" .
